Constitution of the Re-enactment Group ‘Lancashire Militia’.

1) NAME
The name of the group shall be the ‘Lancashire Militia’

2) OBJECTS
The objects of the Group shall be:

· to re-enact 17th Century Living History encampments 

· to re-enact as pirates and privateers 

· to re-enact a 17th Century ‘Artillery Trayne’

· to produce pyrotechnic displays

· to re-enact other periods of history as appropriate to the skills and abilities of the membership.

3) POWERS
In furtherance of the objects, but not otherwise, the Management Committee may exercise the power to:

(i) Invite and receive contributions and raise funds where appropriate, to finance the work of the Group, and to open a bank account to manage such funds.

(ii) Publicise and promote the work of the Group and organise meetings, training events, re-enactment events etc.

(iii) Work with groups of a similar nature and exchange information, advice and knowledge with them, including cooperation with other voluntary bodies, charities, statutory and nonstatutory organisations.

4) MEMBERSHIP
(i) Membership shall be open to anyone who has completed a membership form and paid their subscription for the year in question. 

(ii) Where it is considered membership would be detrimental to the aims and activities of the Group, the Commanding Officer shall have the power to refuse membership, or may terminate or suspend the membership of any member at his/her discretion. 

(iii) Membership must be renewed annually.

(iv) Only registered members of the Group may take part in re-enactment events.

5) MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE
(i) The Management Committee will provide advice and counsel to the Commanding Officer; however the Commanding Officer shall have final say on all matters. 

6) OFFICERS
(i) The Group shall have a Committee consisting of:

· The Commanding Officer

· The Second in Command

· The Executive Officer

· The Treasurer

· The Adjutant

and any additional officers the Group deems necessary at the meeting required to carry out the required activities.

7) MEETINGS
(i) The committee shall meet at least twice a year. Meetings shall enable the Group to

discuss actions and monitor progress to date, and to consider future developments.

(ii) All members shall be given at least fourteen (14) days’ notice of when a meeting is due to take place, unless it is deemed as an emergency.

(iii) It shall be the responsibility of the Commanding Officer to chair all meetings or a designated deputy in his/her absence. All meetings must be minuted and accessible to interested parties.

(iv) The AGM shall take place at an appropriate event. In the event that no event is suitable, an alternative venue will be found. At least fourteen (14) days’ notice must be given before the meeting takes place.

(v) All members are entitled to attend the AGM, however any vote taken shall be used as an advisory only. The Commanding Officer is responsible for final decisions. 

8) FINANCE
(i) Any money acquired by the Group, including donations, contributions and bequests, shall be paid into an account operated by the Management Committee in the name of the Group. All funds must be applied to the objects of the Group and for no other purpose. This includes paying for maintenance of equipment used in re-enactments and, where appropriate, paying travel expenses to enable the membership to participate in re-enactments, at the Commanding Officer’s discretion. 

(ii) Bank accounts shall be opened in the name of the Group. Any deeds, cheques etc relating to the Group’s bank account shall be signed by at least two (2) of the following members: Commanding Officer; Treasurer; Chosen Group Member. No two signatories shall belong to the same household.

(iii) Any income/expenditure shall be the responsibility of the Treasurer who will be accountable to ensure funds are utilised effectively and that the Group stays within budget. Official accounts shall be maintained and an annual financial report shall be presented at the AGM. 

9) ALTERATION OF THE CONSTITUTION
(i) Any changes to this constitution will be made with the agreement of the Management Committee. 
10) DISSOLUTION
(i) The Group may be dissolved if deemed necessary by the Commanding Officer. Any assets or remaining funds after debts have been paid shall be returned to their providers or transferred to local charities or similar groups at the discretion of the Management Committee.
